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IV. Legal Consequences of Alcohol Abuse & lllicit Drugs Use

Laws Governing Alcohol Use in Michigan

The state of Michigan sets twenbne as the "legal drinking age."

Implied consent laws require drivers who are suspected of driving under the

chemical testing (breath, blood, or urine) for intoxication. Refusing to cooperate
carries possible suspsion of driving privileges for six months for the first DUI
conviction and one year for the second offense.

Laws Governing Drug Use

Federal Laws

The Federal Comprehensive Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Act prohibits
the possession, sale and trafficking of controlled substances. The Omnibus Drug
Act of 1988 allows théollowing penalties for conviction of possession of illegal
drugs: civil fines up to $10,000; forfeiture of cars, boats, or planes conveying the
substance; loss of public housing; the loss of all federal benefits including student
loans and grants.

The Higper Education Opportunity Act (HEOA) requires that all students
receiving Federal Student Aid be advised of the following information on
penalties associated with druglated offenses.

A federal or state drug conviction can disqualify a student for INtleinds.
Convictions only count if they were for an offense that occurred during a perid
enroliment for which the student was receiving Title IV aid.

V. Health Risks Associated with the Use of lllicit Drugs and the Abuse of Alcohol

A. lllicit Drug Use: Controlled substances subject to illicit use are divided into
several broad categories:

9 Narcotics (Morphine, Opium, and Heroin) drighly addictive. The effects
of their use generally lead to feelings of euphoria, drowsiness, respiratory
depression, constricted pupils, and nausea. Overdose is characterized by
slow and shallow breathing, clammy skin, convulsions, coma, and possible
deah.

9 Depressants (Barbiturates, Chloral Hydrate, Quaalude) are moderately to
highly addictive. Effects include slurred speech, disorientation, and drunken
behavior without the odor of alcohol. Overdose results in shallow
respiration, clammy skin, dilated pils, weak and rapid pulse, coma, and
possible death.

1 Stimulants (Cocaine, Amphetamine) are not known to be physically
addictive but create a high psychological dependence. Effects of use are
increased alertness, excitation, euphoria, increased pulse aatk blood
pressure, insomnia, and loss of appetite. An overdose can lead to agitation,
increase in body temperature, hallucinations, convulsions, and possible
death.

1 Hallucinogens (LSD, Mescaline and Peyote, TCP) are not known to be
addictive. The effectsf use include illusions and hallucinations, and poor
perception of time and distance. Overdose causes longer, more intense "trip
episodes," psychosis, and possible death.
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1 Cannabis (Marijuana, Hashish) is moderately psychologically addictive.
Effects inclde euphoria, relaxed inhibitions, increased appetite, and
disoriented behavior. Overdose results in extreme fatigue, paranoia and
possible psychaosis.

B. Alcohol consumption causes a number of marked changes in behavior. Even
low doses significantly impathe judgment and coordination required to
drive a car safely, increasing the likelihood that the driver will be involved in
an accident. Low to moderate doses of alcohol cause marked impairments
AY KAIKSNI YSyihalrt Fdzy Ol A 2 yhitdleaindmdS NS
remember information. Very high doses cause respiratory depression and
death. If combined with other depressants of the central nervous system,
much lower doses of alcohol will produce the effects just described.
Repeated use of alcohol malead to dependence. Sudden cessation of
alcohol intake is likely to produce withdrawal symptoms, including severe
anxiety, tremors, hallucinations, and convulsions. Alcohol withdrawal can be
life threatening. Longerm consumption of large quantities alcohol,
particularly when combined with poor nutrition can also lead to permanent
damage to vital organs such as the brain and the liver.

Women who drink alcohol during pregnancy may give birth to infants with
fetal alcohol syndrome. These infants havereversible physical
abnormalities and mental retardation. In addition, research indicates that
children of alcoholic parents are at greater risk than other youngsters of
becoming alcoholics.

VI. Drug or Alcohol Counseling, Treatment, Rehabilitation or-dRry
Programs that are Available to Employees or Students

SMAT does not provide direct drug or alcohol counseling, treatment or
rehabilitation services.

Curriculum

One of the ways tht SMAT effectively prepares igudents for missionary
service is to place a heagymphasis on developing discipline, professiomalis
precision, and good decisiemakingabilitiesin eachstudent To accomplish
this, our curriculum and the training schedule allow each student the maximum
opportunity to develop these crucial skills. hel curriculum incorporates
scenarios for developing better decision making and focuses more on developing
good visual flying skills.

In an effort to provide a more structured environment, our flight program begins
in late-August of each year and operates a daily schedule from 8:G0m. to
4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday. All new students will be required to start
flight training at our August start date or wait to begin their trainingdugust of
the following year
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Note: Enrolled studentsalready possessing a Private Pilot Certificatdl be
subject to an evaluation period and an individual standardization aéastetailed
in this catalog.

Graduation Requirement$

A diploma wil be issued to each flight student who satisfactorily completés
requiredcourseworkin accordance with th&MATTlight training program
syllabi and FAA standards for private pilot certification, instrument airplane
rating, and commercial pilot certificafé.

GROUND SCHOOL

Minimum contact hour requirements are estalbled by SMAT and ara
prerequisite to the issuance of FAA certifications and ratings. As a result, these
requirements are diligently enforced. Absences are considered as excused or
unexcused. An excused absence must be documented otherwise an absence is
considered unexcused. Regardless of the absence, class work missed must be
made up through arrangements with the instructor prior to completion of the
class. Thre or more absences can lead to failureloé class.
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Progress in Flight Training

Students argequired to be in school according to the schedule establighed
their flight instructors. Each flight lesson is graded and documented on the
studentQ &  NIETReXIytR instructor grades the student for each of the tasks
required accordig to the individual lesson, for the individual training syllabus,
based upon the completion standards specified for that lessdiowever, the
grade given for the overall lesson is not based on a cumulative grade point
average for these tasks but is expsed through the lowest grade given on that
flight.

SMAT conducts its trainingnder FAA Part 6and 141and will adhere to the
Ol G I puBlishedkigrading policy. The end of coursara is the Commercial
Pilot Flight Test. The CommercRilot FlightTest is pass/fail; there is no
numeric or letter-grade given. The flight instructor and theapplicant are
responsible to ensure that thapplicantmeets the standards specified lilye
FAA practical training standards for the individual certificate dngasought.

Students are required to completéheir programs within 150% of their
scheduled program lenbt notwithstandingweather or emergency leavesf-
absence. If in an extreme case a studéoe¢snot complete their program within
150% of thescheduled program lengtlthey will be advised of theistatus with
a written notification terminating them from the prografs.

Students who do not meet the FAA minimum requirements to pass their ground
school exams, stage exams for flight written exams will not be eligible to
graduate from heir course. As such, the student must atterad meeting with
their flight instructor and tle flight school @ector in order todecide what
corrective action will be necessaiy order to resolve the problem. If a
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resolution is not possiblaghe flight department willprovidethe student witha
written notice of terminaton.

Reinstatement into thdlight program will require submitting a new application
which will be subject to the regulaadmissions process In addition, the
president/CEO will need to determineompletion requirements or remedi
course work required for graduation

Students will also be terminated from thiight program for either of the
following reasons.

1. Failure to eturn from an appoved leaveof-absence by thelate
specified in the leavef-absence request.

2. Failure to attend classdsr a period of 8 consedive instructional days
or moreexcept if on an approved leavef-absence.

Progress in Ground School

The flight instructor and the student are responsible to ensure that the applicant
meets the standards specified by the FAA Practical Test Standards for the
individual certificate or ratig sought.

Grading Policy

Average:Performance at a typical student level where improvement
can obviously be made for a higher grade. Successful outcome is
never seriously in doubt.
D (0.1-0.99
Below Average: Performance is below acceptable standards where
improvement is necessary to reach grade of typical student in similar
situation. Assistance or surveillance by instructor is necessary for
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safety.
F Unsatisfactory: Performance is beloacceptable standards wher
improvement is necessary before credit can be given for the exercise.
Successful outcome obviously not achieved.
I Incomplete: Exercise not completede to some problem other than
studentperformance. The flight or specific elements of the flight must
be completed before credit can be given.

If any of the elements of a flight lesson are incomplete or unsatisfactory, the
lesson is not compte. The final grade shild indicate eitherl or F as
appropriate. Prior to continuing to the next lesson, the elements that were
incomplete or unsatisfactory must be completed to the appropriate lesson
standard. The instructor will note on thesison plarthe deficient or incomplete
elements that med to be completed.
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
